Create your “dresm NEIGHBOBHOOD” with any mixed media (markers,
paint, crayons, etc.) on 11”x 17" paper. Apply the official entry form to the back of your drawing and be
sure to include your name, grade, school, teacher, and teacher’s phone number and signature. Drawings
without the official entry forms will not be considered.

One more requirement: All contestants should include a “Dream Statement” describing their dream
NEIGHBORHOOD in a sentence or two. Write your “Dream Statement” on the back of your art work, or ask
your teacher and they will assist you.

When is the contest deadline? All entries need to be submitted to AIA Birmingham no later than April
11th, 2012. Prizes will be awarded to the winners in each grade level (first, second, third and honorable
mention). The dreamArchitecture Awards Program will be held May 3rd, 2012 at SawWorks Studio, 130
19th Street South, Birmingham.
